We will take steps to ensure that any club voluntee rs or professionals working with 
children are suitable to do so, through the use of references and background 
checks.  
 
We will ensure that all relevant people have been v etted and approved through the 
LTA’s Criminal Record Bureau disclosure process. 
 
We will ensure that all of those working with child ren are made aware of the LTA 
Code of Conduct for People Working with Children in  Tennis , and are required to 
follow it.
